While it was hard for the mission-
aries to leave, they were united in their discern-
ment that God was calling them on to new mis-
sion fields. 
 For their final two months in Cordoba, 
the team was joined by six new missionaries.  
James, John-Paul, Jonathan, Sarah-Kate, Erika, 
and Teresa were blessed to enter into the exist-
ing ministry of the mission team in Spain, and 
also to expand that ministry.  One of the power-
ful works the missionaries participated in was
